IMSMA NG V5.08.03
This document contains information highlighting new functionality, improvements and major fixes implemented since IMSMA NG V5.08.02 Release. This document is intended as a quick reference to the major changes and functionality implemented and known issues for the IMSMA NG V5.08.03 Release.  A Known Issue may be a software limitation, a known defect, or an item of functionality that has not yet been fully implemented.  There is a list of change requests and defects allocated to IMSMA NG V5.08.03 at the end of the document.  
Fixes since the last v5.08.03 RC2 delivered on 6/29/12

New known issues:-

1) Shutting down the IMSMA TrayLauncher will not shutdown the IMSMA Client.  Though, it still shutdowns the IMSMA Server.  Please note that the IMSMA Client will not function after losing connection with the IMSMA Server and there should be an error message to indicate the problem.     
Fixes since the last v5.08.03 RC1 delivered on 5/25/12
1) IBL-847, IBL-850, IBL-854 – NG - Numeric field issue when entering data in language setting that uses comma as decimal point (i.e. Spanish, French, etc.)
2) IBL-849 – NG – Bad or misleading error message when importing a field report containing coordinate reference system not found in the Coordinate Reference System list.

3) IBL-851 – NG – Encountered import issue when a field report contained Victim’s Nationality.

4) IBL-852 – NG – Missing some CDF data and/or geodata during field report import in Lebanon and Mozambique.

5) IBL-855 – NG – non-approved field reports showed up in the Approved Field Reports list at the Import Results Window.

6) IBL-856 – NG – MDML import always ask for a field report template name even if the field report template exists and active in the target NG system.

7) IBL-TBD – RE - Problem installing IMSMA RE on the ICRC laptop.  
Notes on Upgrade to IMSMA NG v5.08.03

1) When the IMSMA TrayLauncher is executed, a Console Window will open.  Please note that this Console Window needs to stay opened.  Close the Console Window will shutdown the IMSMA TrayLauncher. 

2) The base IMSMA.mxd file has been updated to support the GIS “Poly Property” functionality, thus, map data must be re-imported when upgrading to IMSMA v5.08.03 from existing IMSMA NG v5.08.02 and older systems.

3) Both IMSMA database and GIS database have been modified to support the GIS “Poly Property” functionality; thus, GIS database (sandbox) must be completely rebuilt for upgrading to IMSMA v5.08.03 from existing IMSMA NG v5.08.02 and older systems. 

4) If your imsma database contains invalid (out-of-range) latitude and/or longitude values, the Upgrade process will not complete, and thus, IMSMA will not function.  You will need to manually fix the database and run through the Upgrade again by re-launching the IMSMA TrayLauncher. 

GIS Enhancements
New and Improved Functionality

Poly Property – This is a new feature to enable users the ability to render each Polygon and/or Polyline on the map display based on the value entered for the Poly Property field.  In order to provide this capability, many areas of IMSMA NG and IMSMA RE applications were changed to implement this enhancement.  Below is the description of changes to the IMSMA NG and IMSMA RE:-

1) Changes At the Data Inventory Manager Window
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Figure 1 - Poly Property Options at the Data Inventory Manager
· A new node “Geospatial Info” is added to the IMSMA Data Category Tree with 2 sub-nodes:- Poly Properties and Geospatial Point.  When the “Poly Properties” sub-node is selected, the Fields list on the right panel will display the list of Poly Properties for each IMSMA Object – See screen snapshot in Figure 1. 
· Each Poly Property is defined as Single Select with the pre-defined initial options per each IMSMA object.  When users double-click on a Poly Property field, the Custom Options List window will display to allow users to manage (Add, Inactivate, Activate, Translate) options for that Poly Property field similar to what users can do with any standard option fields – See image below.  Please note that edits made to Poly Property at the Data Inventory Manager will not automatically adjust the MXD file used with the IMSMA NG.

2) Changes At the Polygon/Polyline Editor Window
At the Polygon/Polyline Editor Window, the new Poly Property dropdown field will be present to allow users to select a Poly Property option when creating or editing a Polygon or a Polyline.  Below is the description of the new Poly Property field at the Polygon/Polyline Editor Window:-

· The Poly Property field will be visible as a dropdown field populated with available Options to allow users to specify a Poly Property Option for a Polygon or a Polyline.

· The Poly Property dropdown list will be specific to the Object in which the Polygon or Polyline is being entered for.  For example, if a Polygon is being entered for a Hazard, the Poly Property dropdown list should be filtered to the Hazard Poly Property Options.

· When creating a new Polygon or Polyline, the default initial value of Poly Property field is NULL.

3) Changes at the Theme Manager
Below is the summary of changes at the Theme Manager Window:-

1. The new “Poly Property” Sub-Theme is added to each IMSMA Theme in addition to standard Sub-Themes.

2. Under the Poly Property Sub-Theme, Poly Property options will be listed along with its corresponding map symbol specified in the MXD file per each map feature (Point, Polygon, Polyline).

4) Changes to the base IMSMA.mxd file
The base IMSMA.mxd file is updated to support the new “by Poly Property” Sub-Theme.  The new “by Poly Property” group layer is added to each IMSMA Theme layer with its corresponding Poly Property options provided by GICHD.   Under the “by Poly Property” group layer, there are 3 sub-groups: Poly Markers, Polylines, and Polygons, to specify how a polygon or a polyline shall be rendered on map when users zoom in at or under 1:50,000 scale level.  Below is the screen snapshot of the QC “by Poly Property” group layer for QC Theme in the IMSMA.mxd file.

5) Search

At the Search Window, “Poly Property” search will be available as search criteria at the Geospatial Information sub-object Search to allow users to perform a search based on Poly Property option. Below is the description summary of the Poly Property Search:-

· For each Search target, when users select to search on Geospatial Information sub-object, the “Poly Property” field will be available for the user to select as search criteria – See image below.

· When users select to use Poly Property field as search criteria, an Option selection widget will appear to allow user to select Poly Property options to be included in the Search – see image below.  The Search will be executed and return search results based on the Poly Property search criteria.

· The Option selection widget will only show available Poly Property options for that specified Search target.  For example, if the Search target is Hazard, the Option selection widget should only shows Hazard Poly Property options.

6) Field Report Export and Import (MDML and maXML)

· Field Report Export function will export “Poly Property” value for Geodata if available.

· Field Report Import function will import “Poly Property” value for Geodata if available.

· There is no change to the GUI of the Field Report Export and Import to support the Poly Property functionality.
7) iReport
At the iReport tool, the Geospatial data source will include the Poly Property data field to allow users to include this field in report templates.  Below is the description of changes:-

1) At the iReport tool, the Poly Property field will be listed as one of the fields for the Geospatial data source.  Users can choose to include the Poly Property field in their report template – see image below.

2) At reporting execution, if a report contains the Poly Property field, the entered value for the Poly Property field will show on the report (the human readable value; not guid).

RE – Coordinate Reference System Configuration

New and Improved Functionality

· System Configuration – Coordinate Reference System
· CRS Delete function – Added a new capability to allow users to delete a Coordinate Reference System from the RE - System Configuration.   

· New “Delete” button is added to the Coordinate Reference System list on the RE - System Configuration tab to allow user to delete a coordinate reference system from the RE - System Configuration.  See snapshot below.  Please note that The CRS Delete function will not delete the default WGS 1984 and MGRS from the RE Coordinate Reference System list

maXML Export/Import Improvements
New and Improved Functionality

· Support Attachment data in maXML Export  

· In IMSMA NG V5.08.02 and prior versions, IMSMA NG users can share data with other IMSMA NG systems and/or external entities by exporting field reports in maXML format.  However, when export field reports in maXML format, field report attachment data were not included in the maXML file, and thus it was not possible for IMSMA NG users to share complete information with others. This improvement is to address this data exchange issue by providing the following improvements to the maXML Export and maXML Import functions:-
· By default, include Attachment data in exported maXML field reports

· Process and persist Attachment data included in a field report during maXML Import

· Provide the ability to exclude Attachment data from exported maXML field reports.
· Below is the description of changes to support Attachment in maXML Export and Import:-

· At the maXML Export function, automatically include Attachment data within each exported maXML field report.

· At the Field Report Export Window, add a Checkbox to allow users to exclude Attachment data – see image below.

· At the Export Options Window, there will be a Checkbox to allow users to exclude Attachment data – See image below.  Notes:- To get to the Export Options Window, click Export icon from the Workbench Window or from the Search Results Window.

2) Add a point, enter its CDF data, and save.

6) Add new point and CDF data (does work) and click Save.

1) I can select and add a Device to the Device Found table but I cannot enter other data fields such as Qty, Marked or Destroyed, CDFs in the Device Found table. After you selected and added a Device to the Device Found table, highlight on the Device row and you will notice that you cannot enter value for other fields. 

2) After I saved the field report and re-opened it, I could enter value for other fields on the Device Found table. However, for fields such as Multi-Select CDF, the pop-up dialog is empty, same with other pop-ups like Org chooser, Place Chooser, and CS Chooser.
