1. You can try running TCPView (http://technet.microsoft.com/en-us/sysinternals/bb897437.asp) and this will tell you what applications are trying to access what ports (look at the Local Port column).
2. Open the above ports in the anti-virus software and the firewall.

Blocked application

1. Set these application to trusted in the anti-virus software and the firewall:

C:\imsmang\jre1.6.0_01\bin\javaw.exe and C:\imsmang\jre1.6.0_01\bin\java.exe.

Sometimes also C:\IMSMAng\trayLauncher\ IMSMA.exe and C:\Program Files\ArcGIS\bin\ AppLockMgr.exe need to be set as trusted in the anti-virus software and the firewall.
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
